What will be the

immediate impact of US

Exportvolumes are expected
to be hit drastically. If the 50
per cent tariff continues to
remain in effect, the $16 bil-
lion Indian apparel exportsis
expected to reduce to $11-12
billion during the financial
year 2026.

No exporter, be it big or
small, will be able to absorb
such high tariffs. Many of
the smaller exporters —with
a low financial base and re-
serves — will be wiped out as
buyers have started cancel-
ling orders and are refraining
from placing new orders. Of
the total exporters we have,

80 per cent of exports is done
by 20 per cent of the export-
ers, while 20 per cent of the
exports is done by 80 per
cent of the exporters who are
micro and small ones.

So, 80 per cent of the ex-
porters will not be able to
bear the losses and may have
towind up.

How will the bigger
exporters fare?

The bigger exporters will be
able to withstand the crisis
for the next four months.

The announcement made by

TCS toroll out wage hikes for 80%
of employees, effective Sept 1

Tata Consultancy Services (TCS) will
increase the salaries of 80 per cent of
its mid-level and lower employees
starting September 2025. The news
follows soon after the company con-
firmed the layoff of over 12,000 em-
ployees globally.

“We will be issuing wage hikes to
around 80 per cent of our employees,
effective September 1, 2025,” said
TCS in a statement. Sources said
these wage hikes apply to C3A and
equivalent employees, meaning mid-
level employees and below.

Milind Lakkad, Chief HR Officer,
said in April that TCS will defer salary
hikes for employees starting April,
citing growing macroeconomic un-
certainty. Later, TCS announced “a
number of reskilling and redeploy-
ment initiatives” as part of its journey
to become a future-ready organisa-
tion. It had estimated these changes
to impact about 2 per cent of global
workforce, primarily in the middle
and the senior grades.

During an interview with business-
line, K Krithivasan, TCS CEO, said

this was the first year in the recent
past when they deferred the wage
hike. For some of the job grades, he
said the company will increase the
quarterly variable allowance (QVA)
compared to the previous quarter.

QVA INCREASE

“At least, to some extent, we will
compensate [employees]. For the
lower grades, we have always been
giving 100 per cent QVA. For the next
level grades, we will increase the QVA
component to compensate for the
wage hike that has not been rolled
out. We would like to ensure that we
are able to roll the wage hike out
quickly,” said Krithivasan.

According to an analyst, TCS
provides wage hike from April 1 of
everyyear and may have wanted tora-
tionalise employee base before wage
hike this year. The analyst views the
move as a means to protect their turf
and avoid any damage to service de-
livery to clients since there were con-
cerns over layoffs announcement.

Greyhound Research said the
salary revisions are not about reten-
tion but margin protection with in-
ternal approvals guided by delivery
profitability and attrition hotspots.

Led by a strong performance in mo-
bile phone exports, India’s electron-
ics exports have witnessed a sharp
rise in the first quarter of FY26, witha
47 per cent year-on-year (y-0-y)
growth to $12.4 billion. It was $8.43
billion in the same period last year.

According to data compiled by the
India Cellular and Electronics Asso-
ciation (ICEA), the mobile phone
segment grew 55 per cent toan estim-
ated $7.6 billion in Q1 FY26 against
$4.9billionin Q1 FY25.

This strong start to the fiscal year
comes on the back of record-breaking
growth in the previous two years.

The financial results of the Company have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) as notified by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs pursuant to Section 133 of
the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 3 of the Companies (Indian Accounting Standard) Rules 2015, as amended and in terms of Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and
Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015.

. The Boards of Directors of the Company and 3M Electro and Communication India Private Limited (3M E&C), wholly owned subsidiary of the Company, at their meetings held on 17 September
2021 had approved the Scheme of Amalgamation of 3M E&C with the Company under Sections 230 to 232 of the Companies Act 2013 read with the Companies (Compromises, Arrangements
and Amalgamations) Rules, 2016. The Scheme of Amalgamation was approved by the National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) vide its orders dated 8 August 2024 (Bangalore Bench) and 25
August 2023 (Chennai Branch) (‘the Scheme’) with retrospective appointed date of 1 April 2023. Accordingly, the corresponding amounts for the quarter ended 30 June 2024 have been
restated by the Company after recognising the effect of the scheme as per the applicable accounting standards.The amalgamation has been accounted in accordance with Appendix C of Ind
AS 103 - ‘Business Combinations’ as common control transaction using the pooling of interest method. Accordingly, all the assets, liabilities and reserves of 3M E&C as on 1 April 2023 were
transferred to the Company at the book values appearing in the consolidated books of the Company immediately before the amalgamation and the value of investment was cancelled.
